Constitutional Abuse

"Tipping the scales of justice - even a little bit -- is wrong,” says the
leader of the nation's largest veterans' service organization as he reacted
to the latest legal actions on behalf of the Westboro Baptist Church. The
Kansas-based church’'s founder, Fred Phelps, and his followers proclaim
that the United States is being punished for its lax attitude toward
homosexuality by the deaths of American soldiers. This has led to the
church group protesting at the funerals of and memorial services for slain
warriors. They carry such placards as, "Thank God For Dead Soldiers."

"It is clearly their constitutional right to challenge any law that infringes
on First Amendment rights, but what about the First Amendment rights of
our fallen heroes, their families and friends?," asked David K. Rehbein,
national commander of The American Legion. "I want everyone to know
that The American Legion will continue to fight for the rights of those
who paid the ultimate sacrifice as well as their survivors and friends as
they pay their final respects.”

It is now being reported that a Maplewood, Mo., statute restricting such
demonstrations as staged by Phelps and followers during and after private
funerals is being challenged by the American Civil Liberties Union (ACLU)
on the basis of being overly broad and a violation of the First Amendment.

"Regardless of the ultimate legal ruling,” said Rehbein, who recently
returned from lIraq, "it will not absolve Phelps and his group for uttering
what | consider to be the very definition of hate speech. It is our hope
that the president, Congress, the Supreme Court and state legislatures -
working together -- will find a way to limit such despicable behavior; that
someday human decency will prevail and this type of misconduct will be
banished forever.

"Once the ACLU finishes attempting to defend the rights of Phelps, | hope
it will join with The American Legion and the vast majority of Americans
who believe the privacy rights of fallen heroes, their families and friends
should be protected and preserved as they are allowed to mourn and
grieve without wanton harassment,” concluded Rehbein.

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Flag Amendment Infroduced in US Senate

Sen. David Vitter, R-La., introduced a proposed constitutional amendment today that would return to the
American people the right to protect their flag from desecration. SJ Res. 15 reads "The Congress shall have
power to prohibit the physical desecration of the flag of the United States.” Reps. Jo Ann Emerson, R-Mo.,
and Jim Marshall, D-Ga., introduced a similar resolution in the House of Representatives on April 30.

The measure has overwhelmingly passed in the House of Representatives during six consecutive
Congresses, only to fall short in the Senate - the last time by just a single vote.

"The American Legion is grateful that Sen. Vitter has introduced this common sense amendment once
again in the Senate,” said the leader of the nation's largest veterans service organization, National
Commander David K. Rehbein. "We believe the Supreme Court made a mistake when a narrow majority
ruled that flag desecration was free speech. A constitutional amendment is the only way to reverse that
mistake.”

The commander was referring to 1989's Texas v. Johnson case in which a 5-4 majority invalidated flag
protection laws in 48 states and the District of Columbia. In 1990, the Supreme Court invalidated a flag
protection statute passed by Congress as well. To date, 50 states have passed memorializing resolutions
asking Congress to pass the amendment and send it to the states for ratification.
"Surprisingly, this amendment has a lot of determined opposition in Congress,” Rehbein said. "But | am an
optimist. | believe if the American people let their representatives and senators know where they stand,
Congress will have to pass it. | call on all members of The American Legion family to urge Congress to act.”
